The fabulous Royal Greenwich 
Park and Greenwich town centre, maintains a quaint rural village feel 
and is steeped in history from the old Royal Naval hospital, the Royal 
Observatory, the National Maritime Museum, and the spectacularly 
restored Cutty Sark. Greenwich's covered market is one of London’s 
best and attracts people from all over the capital. Other transport 
links include; DLR, bus, riverboat, foot tunnel and cable car, which are 
all close by. The area is minutes from Canary Wharf, the City and 
central London; just one of the reasons why it's increasingly popular 
with professionals and commuters.
