Entrance Porch - With slate flooring, exposed stone wall, double glazed 
window to the side, radiator and door leading through to: 

 

Entrance Hall - Turning staircase leading to the first floor, oak flooring, 
radiator, double glazed window overlooking the front, built-in storage 
cupboard and door leading through to: 

 

Downstairs Cloakroom - Low level WC, wash hand basin, part tiled walls, 
radiator and extractor fan. 

 

Utility Room - Fitted work surface with single drainer sink, space and 
plumbing for washing machine, space for tumble dryer, tiled flooring, 
radiator and double glazed window. 

 

Lounge - With attractive York stone fireplace with wood burning stove, 
oak flooring, exposed stone wall, French doors on to the rear garden and 
window to the side, radiator, TV point and power points.
